4. Working Group Status – updates from the chairs

P1076.1  - Ernst Christen

Planning for next revision has begun. Restandardization of 1076.1.1 for its 5 year renewal is at the starting phase. The intent is to eventually fold 1076.1.1 into 1076.1, but the first priority is to reaffirm the standard without changes and then work on end-of-life plan.

Verilog AMS – Victor and Karen P

Victor indicated that the Verilog-AMS WG has not responded to his request for status. 

Karen P indicated that through Accellera activities she is aware that the group is actively discussing the way of addressing AMS assertions in the standard – whether they should stay under Accellera work, move to IEEE WG or some other transition/merge method. Karen indicated that the group has already agreed on entity balloting.

P1699 – Perry Alexander

The group has made good progress, has been meeting weekly. The editor Peter Ashenden is working actively and intends to complete the document by the end of summer. Due to class schedule Perry was unable to attend meetings last semester.

P1800 – Karen Pieper

WG is preparing ballot responses. Recirculation will start shortly. Expects to make Sept Revcom deadline (July 31).
P1647 – Darren Galpin

Darren Galpin, the new chair, has been leading the WG, working on new parts of the language & schedule.

Karen P asked whether it was time to recheck the validity of WG chair positions (re-election of the officers). Victor suggested that expiring terms should be checked.

5. Planning Subgroup – Victor

Victor raised the possibility of forming a study group to outreach and roadmap activity for the upcoming standards interest in other organizations such as Accellera, ITRS. Many people have requested such effort but it has not worked in the past.

Stan, Dennis and Yatin suggested that most of us are sitting in different/multiple standards efforts in the industry. It will be best to have a standing agenda item to periodically bring relevant information from other efforts to DASC (with the permission from the respective organization). There was an informal consensus to follow this suggestion, no formal motion/vote was deemed necessary.

Dennis also asked if there is any other group that is requesting input from DASC. Victor indicated that past suggestions/input from DASC to ITRS was ignored.

Conclusion: The consensus of the DASC is that there is no need for a separate planning group.  However, we should proactively invite groups involved in planning to address the DASC on a regular basis.

6.  Entity membership update 

Charles Dawson sent out an updated proposal reflecting changes in P&P just after the start of the meeting. Steve Dovich joined the call later in the meeting to discuss the merits of the changes. There was an informal consensus to accept these changes.
