Previous action items reviewed and summarized below.
5. NesCom/RevCom approvals
NesCom approved the PARs for P1076 and P1076.1, and approved the withdrawal of P1778 (Esterel).  Esterel has been sold twice and the current owners are not interested in pursuing it in IEEE at this time.

RevCom approved the P1076.1.1 standard.  Congratulations to Jim Lewis and Ernst Christen for their support.
6. WG Membership Update

- P1076 (Chuck S)
The group is meeting regularly and gathering requirements.
- P1647, e (Darren)

The recirculation ballot passed.  On the RevCom June meeting agenda.
- P1666, System C (Stan)

The balloting group includes 13 entity members and the ballot closes 4/15.  Several comments have been received and a recirculation ballot will be needed.
- P1734, Quality (Kathy)

The ballot draft passed with only minor editorial comments received; these should not require a recirculation ballot.  Targeting the Sept RevCom meeting.
- P1735, Encryption (Steve)

In the process of pruning the member list for entity participation.  The group is planning ~$50K assessment for technical editing and is finalizing this number for entity funding.  Work continues on the technical development.
- P1800, SystemVerilog (Karen P)

The technical work is continuing and non-entity members are being removed from the email reflector.  The contracts with the IEEE have been approved.  The entity assessment will be invoked soon after response from IEEE.
